What is Sculpin?

- Static site generator

- CLI tool

- Built on Symfony components

- Markdown + Twig = Static HTML


Uses various Symfony components - Console, config, DI, Filesystem, Finder, HttpKernel, YAML.

Uses Twig - Symfony's templating language.



Transforms markdown files and Twig templates into static HTML websites, 'generates' a static website that can easily be deployed.


Why use a static site generator?

- Rapid development.
- Templating.

- Security.

- Performance.

- Easy and cheap to host.


Leveraging templating features, such as conditionals, loops, partials and includes, template inheritance.

Static websites are fast and secure as they don't have a database and only need a simple hosting environment with a basic web server.

Works with a simple Apache, Nginx or Caddy server, or with services like Vercel and Netlify.

- My personal website and Zettelkasten.

- Some client websites.

- HTML prototypes and testing.

- Learning YAML and Twig (and some Symfony).
