Advantages

- Quick to prototype and make changes
- Write less CSS
- More consistency
- Easy to customise, promote to components
- Mix and match with normal CSS



Disadvantages

-~ Extra build tools and steps
- Lots of classes in markup
- Large file size by default



For Drupal

- Add a prefix to avoid clashing
-~ Enable important setting to override existing styles
- Add classes Iin templates where possible

- Use @apply to limit the number of templates, to
avoid adding classes in PHP code or config (e.g.
Views), to style hard-to-reach elements
